 bustling district is also home to Reading Terminal

SEE: Snap a selfie in front of Robert Indiana’s iconic LOVE 
statue in LOVE PARK, then cross the street to DILWORTH 
PARK (centercityphila.org) outside City Hall, which features 
special events throughout the year, including an outdoor ice 
skating rink in the winter. CITY HALL (phila.gov), the largest 
municipal building in the United States, is built in the Second 
Empire style and adorned with Alexander Calder statues. Head 
to the visitor center inside for a tour, which includes a stop at 
the open-air observation deck at the base of the William Penn 
statue atop the building.

DO: Delve further into the city’s architectural history 
with an expert-led walking tour with the CENTER FOR 
ARCHITECTURE AND DESIGN (philadelphiacfa.org). 
After, stop at MACY’S (macys.com), located in the landmark 
Wanamaker Building, for some retail therapy. In addition to 
great tax-free shopping, this architectural gem is known for 
its impressive Grand Court, bronze eagle statue and restored 
1904 pipe organ (one of the largest in the world).

DINE: In Chinatown, enjoy authentic 
Chinese dishes at SANG KEE 
PEKING DUCK HOUSE 
(sangkeechinatown.com), which 
has been making its famed Hong 
Kong-style Peking Duck since

DO: The DELAWARE RIVER WATERFRONT

summer. Also along the waterfront is INDEPENDENCE

DINE: Sample colonial-inspired dishes at CITY TAVERN 
(citytavern.com). Founded in 1773, it was frequented 

by the founding fathers. Visit CAMPO’S PHILLY

L ocated in the heart of Center City, Rittenhouse Square is 

known for its green spaces, upscale shopping, charming 
brownstones and alfresco dining. 

SEE: Venture up to ONE LIBERTY OBSERVATION DECK 
(phillyfromthetop.com) on the 57th floor of the skyscraper. In 
addition to sky-high views of the city, you can enjoy interactive 
exhibits detailing noteworthy moments in Philadelphia history. 
The MÜTTER MUSEUM (muttermuseum.org) displays 
fascinating scientific discoveries about the human body, 
with unique specimens, models and instruments, including a 
139-skull display and pieces of Albert Einstein’s brain.

DO: The ROSENBACH MUSEUM & GARDEN 
(rosenbach.org) holds the private collection of the Rosenbach 
brothers, noted rare books dealers, and counts among its 
treasures the only surviving copy of Benjamin Franklin’s first 
Poor Richard’s Almanack and more than 100 personal letters 
of George Washington. Stroll down the AVENUE OF THE 
ARTS (avenueofthearts.org), the section of South Broad 
Street from City Hall to Lombard Street that is home to many 
of the city’s top theaters, including THE KIMMEL CENTER 
FOR THE PERFORMING ARTS (kimmelcenter.org), 
ACADEMY OF MUSIC (academyofmusic.org) and WILMA 
THEATER (wilmatheater.org).

DINE: Chefs Michael Solomonov and Yehuda Sichel found 
inspiration in the Jewish diaspora for their retro-style 

eatery ABE FISHER (abefisherphilly.com) 
—meaning chicken liver mousse shares 

the menu with veal schnitzel tacos. For 
prime people-watching on Rittenhouse 
Square, ask for an outdoor seat at 
PARC (parc-restaurant.com), a  
chic brasserie with a Parisian vibe  
and French bistro favorites morning

C entered around the magnificent Museum Mile on the 

Benjamin Franklin Parkway—majestically lined with 
flags from around the world—this district offers outstanding 
museums and plenty of Insta-worthy sights.

SEE: Enjoy an unconventional history lesson at EASTERN 
STATE PENITENTIARY (easternstate.org). Once the most 
expensive and famous prisons in the world, it housed notorious 
inmates like gangster Al Capone, whose cell you can view 
on the tour. PSST: Actor Steve Buscemi narrates the audio 
tour. Before visiting the world-renowned PHILADELPHIA 
MUSEUM OF ART (philamuseum.org), snap a photo with 
the Rocky Statue just outside. After charge up the Rocky 
Steps like the fictional southpaw once did.

DO: Stroll along a famous Philadelphia site, BOATHOUSE 
ROW (boathouserow.org), which is aglow with thousands of 
twinkling lights at night. The path is part of the SCHUYLKILL 
RIVER TRAIL (schuylkillrivertrail.com), which runs from 
Philadelphia to Valley Forge National Historical Park—perfect 
for jogging, inline skating, biking and other activities. An ideal 
spot for skyline photos while on the trail is the Schuylkill Banks 
Boardwalk, a 2,000-foot-long concrete pathway that stretches 
from Locust Street to the South Street Bridge.

( jean-georges.com) From Michelin-starred chef Jean-
Georges Vongerichten, the restaurant occupies the 59th 
floor of the skyscraper and offers floor-to-ceiling 
windows and panoramic city views. On the ground 
floor, James Beard Award winner Greg Vernick’s 
VERNICK FISH (vernickphilly.com) delivers 
refined seafood dishes and outdoor patio seating.

DO: In the evening, check out some of the neighborhood’s 
most festive spots. Unwind at TIKI (tikiphilly.com), mixing 
classic and modern tropical drinks like the Mai Tai, Zombie 
and Singapore Sling.

Marvel 
at one of the world’s greatest collection of racing sports 
cars at the SIMEONE FOUNDATION AUTOMOTIVE 
MUSEUM (simeonemuseum.org)—recently voted number 
one car collection in the world by the National Headquarters 
of the Automobile Club of France. Wander through the 
eclectic SOUTH STREET HEADHOUSE DISTRICT 
(southstreet.com) to explore the many shops and attractions, 
including Philadelphia’s Magic Gardens, an immersive 
outdoor and indoor mosaic installation.

DO: Pro sports, concerts and festivals keep the Sports Stadium 
Complex festive year round. Behind-the-scenes tours of 
LINCOLN FINANCIAL FIELD (lincolnfinancialfield.com), 
home of the Philadelphia Eagles, CITIZENS BANK PARK 
(phillies.com), home to the Philadelphia Phillies, and the 
WELLS FARGO CENTER (wellsfargocenterphilly.com), 
home court and rink for the 76ers and Flyers, are all available. 

PSST: Sporting events are always a popular group event.  

DINE: No ticket? No problem. XFINITY LIVE!

including Victory Beer Hall, Broad Street Bullies 
Pub and NBC Sports Arena, and a 32-foot 
HDTV.

Highlights 
include founder William Wagner’s personal mineral and fossil 
collections, as well as mounted skeletons, skulls and skins from 
species around the world.

DO: RIVERS CASINO PHILADELPHIA 
(riverscasinophiladelphia.com) offers slot machines, table 
games, poker and Hugo’s Frog Bar & Chop House, the only 
restaurant group in the country to have its own USDA Prime 
Certification. The steakhouse also has an extensive wine list, 
waterfront views and live entertainment. Find the largest canned 
beer selection in the city plus Skee-Ball, pool and a rotation of 
guest chefs at GARAGE FISHTOWN (garagephilly.com). 

DINE: A meat-centric restaurant that does most of its 
butchery in-house, KENSINGTON QUARTERS 

(kensingtonquarters.com) operates with a  
whole-animal philosophy and sources ingredients 
from local farmers. A James Beard Award 
nominee helms the kitchen of YARDS 
BREWING COMPANY (yardsbrewing.com). 
Sample seasonal and signature ales—including 

the Ales of the Revolution, which pay tribute to 
the founding fathers—and enjoy upscale pub fare 

that uses the same hops and grains found in the beer.

U N I V E R S I T Y  C I T Y  /  
W E S T  P H I L A D E L P H I A 
A    hub for higher education, this neighborhood 

is home to top universities, including Drexel 
University and the University of Pennsylvania. 

SEE: Embrace Japanese culture at SHOFUSO 
JAPANESE HOUSE & GARDEN (japanphilly.org). 
The serene site includes a traditional 17th-century 
replica home and a beautifully landscaped garden with 
a koi fish pond. Explore the priceless archaeological 
artifacts at the PENN MUSEUM (penn.museum), which 
recently reopened its Mexico & Central America and 
Africa galleries as part of a multimillion dollar museum 
renovation. PSST: The museum’s historic sphinx now 
greets you in its new home in the Main Entrance.

DO: Honoring the legacy of early-American botanist John 
Bartram, BARTRAM’S GARDEN (bartramsgarden.org) 
is a 45-acre site on the Schuylkill River that includes a 
botanical garden, wildflower meadow and Bartram’s 18th-
century home. INSTITUTE OF CONTEMPORARY 
ART (icaphila.org) is a free museum that prides itself on 
bringing attention to new artists; it hosted Andy Warhol’s first 
solo museum show in 1965.

The 
interactive tour on board this ship includes climbing up and 
down ladders and walking through passageways and narrow 
spaces, just as the ship’s crew once did.
